R.L. Davis Auditorium  
A unique venue with seating capacity for 800, available as a community 
resource, TSD!s auditorium was built in 1958. A peek at the class photos from 
the 1940!s to present day that are on display here is always a highlight of 
campus tours. Over time though, the building!s electrical wiring has become worn and obsolete and the 
original audio/visual equipment is no longer functional. Attempts to make repairs have concluded that 
equipment must be replaced, but the existing electrical infrastructure is just not capable of supporting 
the latest generation in technology. As a result many events can no longer be held in the auditorium 
without costly stand-alone equipment rented for each occasion. TSD!s auditorium is in dire need of 
upgrades, including installation of specialized equipment allowing accessible performances for deaf and 
hard of hearing audiences, as well as speakers and presenters to both deaf and hearing audiences who 
communicate using American Sign Language.
